General Information

Who must file this Certification?

Any Participating or Non-participating Manufacturer, who intend
for their brands to be listed as compliant with the South Carolina
Reduced Cigarette Ignition Propensity Standard and Firefighter
Protection Act.

It is unlawful to sell offer for sale in the State of South Carolina any
cigarette that is not compliant with the South Carolina Reduced
Cigarette Ignition Propensity Standard and Firefighter Protection Act
(unless the cigarettes were in inventory and taxes paid prior to
January 1, 2010.)

When is this Certification due?

All Certifications are valid for a period of three years as per
§23-51-40. The Office of State Fire Marshal will not process
incomplete or illegible certifications.

e Subsequent re-Certifications are due 90 days priorto
expiration.

e Supplemental Certifications must be filed if brand styles
are to be added or removed.
